Assignments:

· Assignments must to be completed in pencil.

· Practicing mathematics is an essential part of your math class.  You are expected to complete all practice assignments by the due date and time. Incomplete assignments cannot be accepted for full credit.

· Your assignments need to have a heading which includes: your name, date, period, student #, on the upper left hand corner of each paper.  The assignment must be written on the top line of the paper.
· ALL WORK needs to be shown on each assignment. Any scratch paper used needs to be attached as well.  If you do not show your work, your assignment will be considered incomplete.
· All graded practice work will be returned to the students as soon as possible.  Students are given the opportunity to revise all practice work and resubmit it for re-grading and possible score increase.
· Late or incomplete assignments cannot receive full credit.  However all 

work must be made up so students do not miss important concepts.
· Students will receive 2 homework passes each trimester which do not excuse the homework but gives 
the student an additional day to complete the assignment.  Unused homework passes can be 
turned 
in for extra-credit at the end of each trimester
· Students are given one day for each day absent to make up their assignments.  If you are absent, it is your responsibility to make up all work missed.  
· If absent it is your responsibility to schedule a time to take a missed test.  The teacher will not remind you about your missing tests.
